
RUBRIC IV:  FOLLOW-UP ACTIVITIES 
This section provides both the congregation and participants with suggested models for follow-up action and activity.  As facilitators of the teach-in at your congregation, it is up to you to decide how to introduce these follow-up activities.  You may choose to introduce some of them at the end of the teach-in, or a later date.

Activities for the Congregation
· Educational Events

One of the most important ways in which you can continue your engagement with Israel and recommit yourself to the search for peace is to provide educational opportunities for your congregants and concerned individuals in your community.  This might take the form of a speaker, a panel, a town hall meeting, a film series, or a book club discussion.  Please see the enclosed suggestions in this section.

· Interfaith Events

As part of our commitment to peace, some congregations may want to reach out to local Christian and Muslim leaders to work on interfaith events.  Many of our synagogues have held successful interfaith prayer services. Use the enclosed Alexandria Declaration, signed by religious leaders from the Middle East, as a model. · Israel Movement for Progressive Judaism/Israeli Religious Action Center

There are two important ways in which you can engage with the work of Reform Judaism in Israel. One is through our sister Movement in Israel, the Israel Movement for Progressive Judaism (IMPJ). The IMPJ works with Reform synagogues throughout Israel. The other way is through the Israel Religious Action Center (IRAC), the public policy arm of the Reform Movement in Israel.  IRAC works within Israel to further the goals of religious pluralism and social justice.

· Shop-in-Israel Fairs

Jewish communities in the United States and Canada have begun to host Israeli shopping fairs. Through the support of local Jewish organizations, Israeli vendors and storeowners, most specifically from Jerusalem, have been brought over to sell their wares, which include art, clothing, jewelry, Judaica, music, and beauty products.  Sponsor an Israel fair with other community organizations and synagogues.  What a great way to show support for Israel and its economy!

· Partnership 2000 

Many Jewish Federations around the United States and Canada have partnerships with Israeli communities through an initiative called Partnership 2000.  Contact your local Jewish Federation to find out whether such a partnership exists in your community.  Please see the enclosed materials for a list of already existing partnership.

· Adopt-a-Family
This initiative is operated by a group called the Israel Emergency Solidarity Fund.  It matches congregations with families who have been directly affected by terror in Israel.  It works closely with synagogues to locate families that best match their needs and financial capabilities.  Please see the enclosed materials for information about this project.

· Twinning with an Israeli Congregation

Your congregation may be interested in twinning with an Israeli Reform congregation.  Please see the enclosed materials for a description of this program.

Activities for the Individual

· Political Activism

The UAHC, the umbrella for all Reform congregations in the United States and Canada, has been a strong supporter of Israel during this extremely difficult time. 

Our policy over the years has emphasized the following points:

· Support for Israel and her right to defend herself against terror;

· Support for active American engagement and diplomacy in the region;

· Support for a return to a political process that will culminate in two states, one for Jews and one for Palestinians; and

· Calling for both sides to refrain from actions that will harm the long-term chances of returning to the negotiating table. This includes the end of incitement in Palestinian textbooks as well as support for a freeze in settlement growth.

We encourage you to consider writing letters to your elected representatives, including President George W. Bush and Secretary of State Colin Powell in the United States and Prime Minister Jean Chretien and Minister of Foreign Affairs Bill Graham in Canada.  The UAHC resolutions (enclosed in the “Resource Packet for Participants” section) and the points listed above may be helpful to you in drafting these letters.  

We recognize that there is a wide array of opinions in our Movement, and some may not agree with UAHC policy.  We respect these differences.

Guest Lecture/Panel
Invite a guest speaker — a rabbi, an academic or a professor, a journalist, a visiting Israeli, etc. Invite a panel of experts to address a specific topic. Write an article about the event in the synagogue newsletter.

Shabbat for Peace
Dedicate a Shabbat evening to the theme of peace. Plan a special Friday evening program. Either invite a speaker to address the congregation or ask the rabbi to deliver a special sermon dedicated to peace. Ask your cantor or choir to be involved and sing prayers/songs related to the theme of peace.

Dialogue Group
If a dialogue group between Jews and Arabs or Jews and Muslims exists in your region, invite a representative speaker from this group to address the congregation one Friday evening. The speaker could discuss how he or she became involved in the group, the obstacles the group has confronted, the positive experiences of the group, etc.

Partner with Other Organizations
Partner with a local group to sponsor an event together. Examples include a local Federations, the New Israel Fund, and the or local Israeli Consulates.

Tzedakah Project
Choose an organization in Israel that works on behalf of peace and social justice.  Hold a fund-raiser for this project, for example, a special dinner or an evening performance. Use the fund-raiser as an opportunity to help others learn about the organization and about the issues they address, for example, poverty, women's rights, the status of minorities in Israel, etc.

A Sign of Peace
Choose a symbol that represents the hope for peace.  Invite the congregation to a dedication ceremony for this symbol. This sign should be located It should be in a place where everyone who enters the synagogue will see it. Place a journal next to the display. Explain that the journal is there for congregants to share their thoughts on the recent violence in the Middle East.  Everyone is welcome to write something in the journal.  Publish the excerpts later in the synagogue newsletter.

Israel Week
Devote a week of activities at your synagogue to the issue of Israel. One evening or Sunday afternoon, host an Israel fair and invite the entire community to come and join you. Have Israel program providers set up booths to talk about their trips to Israel.  Highlight groups in Israel that develop coexistence projects and other activities. You might consider honoring a particular community member who has been a leader/activist on behalf of Israel.

Israel Mission
Plan a trip to Israel for your congregation. Think about doing the trip in conjunction with another local synagogue. Focus on organizations that are involved in peace work and other social change projects. 

Course on Israel and the Middle East
In the long-term planning for the synagogue year, consider having the congregation offer a course on Israel and the Middle East. Do a special component on the future of peace in Israel.

Scholar-in-Residence Program
When you are planning your scholar-in-residence program for the year, consider bringing in an expert who can address the issue of Israel and the future prospects of peace in the Middle East.

The First Alexandria Declaration of the Religious Leaders of the Holy Land

January 21, 2002 

This declaration was signed by Jewish, Muslim, and Christian leaders during a historic two-day interfaith conference in Alexandria, Egypt. 

The signatories included: 

His Grace the Archbishop of Canterbury Dr. George Carey
Sephardi Chief Rabbi Eliahu Bakshi-Doron
Deputy Foreign Minister Rabbi Michael Melchior
President of the World Conference on Religion and Peace Rabbi David Rosen
Minister of State for the Palestinian Authority Sheikh Tal El Sider 
Representative of the Greek Patriarch, Archbishop Aristichos
Melkite Archbishop Boutrous Mu’alem

In the name of God who is Almighty, Merciful and Compassionate, we, who have gathered as religious leaders from the Muslim, Christian and Jewish communities, pray for true peace in Jerusalem and the Holy Land, and declare our commitment to ending the violence and bloodshed that denies the right of life and dignity. 

According to our faith traditions, killing innocents in the name of God is a desecration of His Holy Name, and defames religion in the world. The violence in the Holy Land is an evil, which must be opposed by all people of good faith. We seek to live together as neighbors respecting the integrity of each other's historical and religious inheritance. We call upon all to oppose incitement, hatred and misrepresentation of the other 

1. The Holy Land is holy to all three of our faiths. Therefore, followers of the divine religions must respect its sanctity, and bloodshed must not be allowed to pollute it. The sanctity and integrity of the holy places must be preserved, and freedom of religious worship must be ensured for all. 

2. Palestinians and Israelis must respect the divinely ordained purposes of the Creator by whose grace they live in the same land that is called holy. 

3. We call on the political leaders of both peoples to work for a just, secure and durable solution in the spirit of the words of the Almighty and the Prophets. 

4. As a first step now, we call for a religiously sanctioned cease-fire, respected and observed on all sides, and for the implementation of the Mitchell and Tenet recommendations, including the lifting of restrictions and return to negotiations. 

5. We seek to help create an atmosphere where present and future generations will co-exist with mutual respect and trust in the other. We call on all to refrain from incitement and demonization, and to educate our future generations accordingly. 

6. As religious leaders, we pledge ourselves to continue a joint quest for a just peace that leads to reconciliation in Jerusalem and the Holy Land, for the common good of all our peoples. 

7. We announce the establishment of a permanent joint committee to carry out the recommendations of this declaration, and to engage with our respective political leadership accordingly.

Project Idea #1
A Bar/Bat Mitzvah for Every Child

$1000 provides a Bar/Bat Mitzvah training course and ceremony for an underprivileged Israeli child

Every year, Or Chadash Congregation in Haifa helps dozens of children facing physical, developmental and social challenges to celebrate their Bar/Bat Mitzvah.  The children helped in this way come from orphanages, foster homes and families supported by the local social services.  Many have learning disabilities or other special needs.  A large proportion are from immigrant families, and all face severe economic deprivation.  

For these youths, standing in front of a congregation and reading difficult Biblical texts is a daunting prospect.  Or Chadash helps them face this challenge with sensitive, patient and intensive support.  The child receives a tallit, prayerbook, kiddush cup, and other gifts from the congregation at the celebratory kiddush following services.   If not for this program, these youths would not have an opportunity to have a Bar or Bat Mitzvah at all.

Your congregation might choose to encourage your own Bar or Bat Mitzvah youths to help sponsor children, or run a fundraising drive in the congregation to meet this need.
Project Idea #2
A Jewish Bookshelf

$1250 provides a shelf of books on Jewish religion, culture and history for one of Israel’s growing Reform congregations

In recent years, Israeli Jews of all religious inclinations have shown a desire to return to the “Jewish bookshelf,” reading and re-reading classic sources from myriad angles.  Here, we offer a chance to help promote the Jewish bookshelf in a literal and practical way.  Several of our congregations are in urgent need of a good Jewish library as a resource for children’s and youth study, adult study groups and individual learning.  Our new congregation in Ashdod, established and run entirely by Russian-speaking immigrants, needs a particularly extensive library, including works in Russian and Hebrew.  The new Samueli Center in Ra’anana must work rapidly to develop a serious library meeting the study needs of this community.  Yozma Congregation in Modi’in needs books to fill its library, which we hope will move to permanent accommodation, in the next few years.

A shelf of books costs an average of $1250 (fifty books at an average cost of $25).  The donor’s name/congregation will appear on the bookshelf itself, providing a daily reminder of our shared commitment to Jewish learning.

Project Idea #3
Living Judaism Programs for Israeli Pre-Schoolers

$5000 provides living Judaism programs for one Reform pre-school in Israel

Teaching basic Jewish values at an early age is essential for raising a generation of native Israelis whose pluralistic and open attitude to Progressive Judaism is second nature.  Some 45 Reform pre-schools around Israel serve almost 1,500 young Israeli children.  

An essential component of the Reform education these children enjoy are tailor-made progressive Jewish programs, conveying the messages of Jewish tradition, egalitarianism, peace and justice in a way that is meaningful and enjoyable for our youngest generation.

$5000 helps us implement living Judaism programs for one pre-school class, including teacher training, study materials and curricular development.

Project Idea #4
Social Justice Empowerment in Israeli Reform Congregations

$2500 empowers one congregation to enhance its social justice programs

The crisis faced by Israel is economic as well as military.  As state budgets are repeatedly cut, social issues become social crises.  In response, the Israel Religious Action Center (IRAC) is launching a Social Action Support Network.  While many Reform congregations in Israel perform social justice work, a lack of coordination, long-term planning, and other professional support make their efforts less effective than they could be.  The support network will coordinate long-term social justice projects, organize volunteer recruitment, and train lay leaders and professionals active in the field.  The network will promote cooperation among Reform congregations and will build bridges with other organizations and communities of socially-concerned Jews from all streams of Judaism.  A special emphasis will be placed on projects serving people with special needs, a group suffering tremendously from recent budget cuts and in need of communities willing to reach out to them.  

Project Idea #5
Eco-Zionism on Kibbutz Lotan

Help Reform Kibbutz Lotan develop unique educational programs presenting its integrated view of Judaism, Zionism and ecology 

The current situation in Israel has devastated the tourism industry.  Kibbutz Lotan, a Reform kibbutz which used to attract many foreign tourists, is now concentrating on programs to attract Israeli domestic tourists, drawing on its relatively secure location deep in the desert quiet.  Kibbutz Lotan perceives ecology as a key Jewish imperative.  In fact, with its organic farm, bird sanctuary, buildings created from recycled materials, and Ecological Activity Center, Kibbutz Lotan has emerged as a leader in Israel’s environmental movement.  

Expensive changes are needed to meet the needs of the new target populations.  New trails must be marked out in the nature preserve with educational and explanatory signposts, and new educational activities must constantly be created to take advantage of opportunities to educate Israelis from all walks of life and age groups.  In the near future, Lotan hopes to begin building a proper educational campus to receive Israeli visitors, and foreign friends as the situation improves.  

$500 buys an educational signpost on the latest desert trail, where your contribution will be acknowledged.  Congregational donations of $5,000 or more will be acknowledged on the Campus’ donor wall.  

Project Idea #6
Legal Aid Centers for Olim (LACO) 

$1000 provides 300 educational pamphlets to assist new immigrants in the acclimation process

As the only center in Israel that provides low-cost (or free) comprehensive legal and counseling services for new immigrants, LACO fills a very pressing need.  Many new immigrants do not have the necessary tools to address the various problems facing them in the absorption process.  Many lack Hebrew-language skills, a good understanding of the aliyah process and of Israeli bureaucracy, or knowledge of the legal protections to which they are entitled. This combination of factors often results in the denial of immigrant rights in the public sphere and in the exploitation of immigrants in the private sphere. 

LACO utilizes both field workers and attorneys to assist these new immigrants at their centers in Jerusalem, Tel-Aviv, Beersheva, and Haifa. LACO has successfully helped over 40,000 new immigrants resolve difficult legal problems that confront them in their new homeland.. LACO produces informational booklets in Russian and Hebrew to educate new immigrants about their rights and help them acclimate successfully. 

$1000 helps ensure that new immigrants have access to information they need to protect their rights and become successful citizens of Israel.

Project Idea #7
Women’s Forum Scholarships

$750 provides scholarships for 4 women to participate in forums encouraging girls and women to take an active role in religious observance

The forums encourage girls and women to take a more active role in religious observance, both on a personal level and on a communal level.  The forums sponsor activities such as the following: 

"What It Means to Be a Reform Jewish Woman" Workshop:  At the most recent Israel Movement of Progressive Judaism Annual Conference, women participated in this workshop, which set an immediate priority on Bat Mitzvah--both in terms of encouraging older women to have a Bat Mitzvah and in terms of educating pre-teen girls on the importance of the Bat Mitzvah.  

Liturgy: A Hebrew Union College student is creating specialized liturgy for women's life cycle events.  Having such liturgy will serve to better anchor rituals like the Bat Mitzvah in Jewish communal consciousness while also making the ritual more personally meaningful for the celebrant.    

Weekend Conference: Forty-two women from seven congregations attended a conference in March.  The conference included a Friday night and Shabbat morning prayer (during which several women read from the Torah for the first time), seminars, and workshops.

$750 provides scholarships for 4 women, who would otherwise be unable to participate in events sponsored by the Israel Movement of Progressive Judaism Women's Forum. 

Project Idea #8 
Rabbinical Student Internships

$1250 provides a six-month fellowship for a Reform rabbinical student in Israel to develop issue papers on religion-state issues. 

In recent years Israeli society has undergone a painful process of polarization.  The Israeli public is divided over a great number of issues.  In an effort to redress this situation, different opportunities for public dialogue and discussion have been created.  These discussions aim to achieve a broad social consensus regarding the Jewish and democratic character of the State of Israel. A liberal religious Jewish voice must be present at the national discussion table to lend moral clarity to the discussion about the Jewish and democratic characteristics of the State of Israel.

In order to empower this liberal Jewish voice, it is necessary to develop position papers on various issues currently before Israeli society. These research and position papers will increase Progressive Jews’ public participation in the discussion and consensus process, and raise public awareness of what liberal Judaism has to say about various social issues.  

To develop these papers, the services of a rabbinic intern will be required for a period of six months.

Provide Financial and Emotional Support for Specific Needs
The Program
The Adopt-a-Family program matches Israeli terror victim families with synagogues, individuals, or other groups throughout the United States to create a significant and lasting bond between communities.  Through a careful process that takes into consideration the character and needs of both the American community and the Israeli terror victim family, the program sets into motion an unprecedented partnership of Jewish souls.  The American community “adopts” an Israeli family that has sustained loss of life or limb through terrorism, in order to provide long-term financial and emotional support.  This commitment enables the terror victim family to begin to rebuild their shattered lives with a bastion of security above and beyond what the Israeli government, their own friends or family, or other support networks might provide.  

The first step is to create a committee of people in your synagogue who are committed to the program.  Estimate the potential financial support you can offer and specify if there are any constraints on the type of family your organization can “adopt.”

The primary responsibilities of the synagogue’s committee includes:

· maintaining contact and communication with the adopted family

· updating the congregation about family happenings

· remembering special events such as birthdays

· spearheading fundraising efforts for the family

· engaging the youth of the community in the dynamic of the match

 

The next step is raising the funds that you have committed to support your family.

Learn About ARZA/WORLD UNION’s Twinning Programs
What is a twinning relationship?
It is a meaningful way to actively participate in the building of new Jewish communities and Reform/Progressive Judaism in Israel! Congregations in the U.S. and Canada build relationships with congregations in Israel.  This includes financial support, visits from the rabbis and congregation members, and the creation of personal bonds among both youth and adults. 

Why do we need to twin with congregations in Israel?
Our Israeli congregations need our support to build new buildings, hire educators and rabbis, and expand their programs. Our efforts in the Jewish state are essential to Jewish life here in America and set a positive tone for our communities throughout the world.  Unlike Orthodox synagogues, Reform congregations do not receive Israeli government support.  In supporting these congregations, we are encouraging a grass-roots movement that is becoming increasingly important for Israelis in their daily lives.  

How can my congregation twin with another congregation?

ARZA/WORLD UNION offers a number of ways to partner with congregations in Israel.  Additionally we offer twinning opportunities with congregations in the Former Soviet Union.  We start by finding a congregation in the country you choose.  Then, taking local needs into account, we will discuss factors such as location, the age and size of the congregations, the types of programs they run, etc.  Your relationship can also include Bar/Bat Mitzvah twinning, pen pals, and visits from leaders of the twinned congregation.
